“The very existence of the Greek state is today threatened by the terrorist activities of
several thousand armed men, led by Communists, who defy the government's
authority at a number of points, particularly along the northern boundaries.”

“The British government has informed us that, owing to its own difficulties can no
longer extend financial or economic aid to Turkey. As in the case of Greece, if Turkey
IS to have the assistance it needs, the United States must supply it. We are the only
country able to provide that help.”

“At the present moment in world history nearly every nation must choose between
alternative ways of life. The choice is too often not a free one. One way of life is
based upon the will of the majority, and is distinguished by free institutions,
representative government, free elections, guarantees of individual liberty, freedom of
speech and religion, and freedom from polltlcal oppression. The second way of life is
based upon the will of a minority forcibly imposed upon the majority. It relies upon
terror and oppression, a controlled press and radio; fixed elections, and the
suppression of personal freedoms. | believe that it must be the policy of the United
States to support free peoples who are resisting attempted subjugation by armed
minorities or by outside pressures.”

“It is necessary only to glance at a map to realize that the survival and integrity of the
Greek nation are of grave importance in a much wider situation. If Greece should fall
under the control of an armed minority, the effect upon its neighbor, Turkey, would be
immediate and serious. Confusion and disorder might well spread throughout the
entire Middle East.”
