My senses were open to anything that intrigoed them. . but I was particulasly
histenung for what the classroom sounded hike, what stodents sounded Iike, how
mach they talked, about what. Alse, listening to how the instructor phrases
things, how she commumcated with stndents (there was as musch to read as
there was to Hsten po-—-instructor consistently made sure that any dectoas
were given m malhple medmms). Also, specifically changed my location a few
imes throughoul observation-—wanied fo get a feel for the classroom space
while occoprying different spaces (bot wamted my note-taking to be discrest—
1ol interrspd students or make them feel “observed™)

What really interested me m this obseration was how moch stodents relied on
oae another to make sure they wese “doimg the right thing”™ in clasa—in terme
of activities (there were two), students regulasly consulted one ancther to make
sure they were on the same page (even though the mstructor gave verbal
directiony and provided writien prompty and was available for any
clanficahon). HOWEVER, when the second activety asked them to select {by
marking) areas of their wivimg that they Lked and didn't like and to consult
with a peer fo talk thengs over. . students were really reluctant to do this. [ was
expecing that the classroom would buze with commentary. 1t did not. Instead,
moet yedents spent & kot of time with thedr own writing. It was & if evaleating
thear own prece and putting positive and negstive values to “parts” of the paper
was eatirely wafamdilisr. In plannmg this sctivity, we wese thinking that, lide
curselves, students wonld know (already) where that chills down the spine
sentence was and where that place whese nothing seemed 10 work owt night
was. This was an incorrect aasumpticn. Also strange, since students consulied
each ofher throughout class about what they should be domg, 1t seemed nataral
that they might alao tnast this conaultation about their writing—not the caxe.
Many student spent the entere work tzme {13 minutes) re-reading, thinking
ghout, and anmotabing their own writmg. Whale some shodenls chatted and
passed papers, it seemed that the majority worked in 1sclation vath their oom
wrimg_ [ think this mipght be & good thing? [ ales thend that this means that
next time, stodenty need dooble the time. (1) fo resd through and inferact with
thesr own wribing, and (1) then 1o tarm to a pesr o have ham'her wark with
histhes wiiting. To me, this chservation was the meal interesting of the entine
day, It suggests that studenis are comfortable askng each other what to do bot
#ot do comfontable askmg each other what to do when it comes to the writing |
